Our Early Warning Network currently includes 16 sentinel sites, which regularly collect
community-level indicators of drug use, morbidity, and mortality. Each month we send our
Sentinel Site Directors (SSD) questions of interest to the field that are suggested by SSDs, our
NDEWS team, or individuals reading our Weekly Briefing. SSDs inform us of signals of drug
use in in their communities by providing us with quantitative and qualitative data.
Continuous integration of these reports ensures NDEWS can issue timely public health alerts
and adapt strategies to minimize harms as trends evolve.

NDEWS Sentinel Site Directors Report, January 2026

In the January 2026 report, our SSD reported on trends of note observed in 2025 compared to
previous year(s) related to substance use, adulterants, overdoses, etc. Their responses are
highlighted in depth below. The NDEWS sentinel sites continue to act as valuable data
sources for local context for understanding shifts in drug trends. Many site directors reported
on changes in the rates of overdoses and shifts in the local drug supply, including 3 directors
mentioning the emergency of medetomidine. We would like to thank our Sentinel Site
Directors for their insight.

Note: The terminology used for drug-related/drug-involved overdoses (fatal and nonfatal)
vary slightly from site to site. The data for many sites is labeled as preliminary and may
change slightly. Lack of information about a particular drug or drug trend from a site director
does not indicate that the drug is not available or the trend not apparent at that site. You can
read more about NDEWS Sentinel Site Reports and read archived reports here.
